They ran a tortilleria, a grocery store, and sold chili and cattle. Socorro was
also a gifted entrepreneur. She became well known for her delicious tortas,
raspados, gorditas, and tamales, which she cooked with joy and shared
generously with her community.

After her husband and his brother passed away in a tragic event, Socorro
showed remarkable resilience. Though the storm of loss was heavy, she stood
strong in her faith—finding strength not while standing on her feet, but on her
knees before the Lord. In 1988, she made the brave decision to move to Los
Angeles to follow her sister-in-law, Aurelia, who had also lost her husband.
With uncommon courage, she faced a new country, language, and culture,
determined to find a new beginning for herself and her family.

She was known as a dedicated prayer warrior who faithfully lifted her
family and friends before the Lord. She was a proud member of Casa de
David New Destiny Church in Colorado, where she lived out her faith every
day.

She also had some favorite treats! She loved McDonald's, pizza, coffee,
Pepsi, and of course, spicy jalapefios with her meals. But more than anything,
she loved cooking for her family and being surrounded by loved ones during
holidays and special gatherings. Even as she grew older, Socorro stayed
strong and full of love. She knew her time on earth was coming to an end and
began preparing her children with gentle words, encouragement, and motherly
advice. She showed no fear—only peace, as she trusted in God’s perfect
plan. Her final days were spent surrounded by the people who loved her most,
including her devoted caregivers: Madeliene, Christine, Ana, Norma, Thalia,
and of course, Esther. Socorro Gaytan lived a long, beautiful, and faithful life.
She leaves behind a legacy of love, resilience, and unwavering faith. She
touched countless hearts and will always be remembered as a loving mother,
grandmother, great-grandmother, friend, and woman of God—true to the
